The primary goal of the Vector Control Division is to reduce the risk of disease and death from pathogens carried by animals and/or vectors.  The Vector Control Division also repairs and maintains all Health Department vehicles and spraying equipment.    

A “vector” is an agent capable of transmitting a pathogen from one organism to another. (i.e. mosquito, rodent).  The Vector Control Division devotes its time primarily to: 
1. Vector control
2. West Nile surveillance  
3. Dead animal removal
4. Fleet maintenance and repairs  
MOSQUITO CONTROL

The spraying for adult mosquitoes in Vigo County was as diligent as the weather would allow in 2010.  The adulticiding program consists of five ½ ton pickup trucks and one ATV (equipped with ultra-low volume cold aerosol fog machines) to spray insecticides throughout the county, as well as the city of Terre Haute, for the control of adult mosquitoes.  The ATV mounted ULV makes most sites accessible.  All six ultra low volume-fogging machines must be certified for droplet size and calibrated for flow rate prior to each spraying season.  Calibration is monitored daily throughout the spraying season.  Adult mosquito control is accomplished using two insecticides, Mosquitomist 1.5 and Bio-Mist 4+12.

All ULV units are fitted with GPS compatible “Smart Flow” systems.  This enables Vector Control staff to preset and record calibration, time of spraying, flow rate and vehicle speed.  

 Vector Control staff prepares and updates 26 maps that are 40-45 miles of county and city roads.  The 26 maps show the areas to treat and also areas that we do not treat, which we consider no spray zones.  Some of the areas that are considered no spray zones might be areas with organic gardens, beekeepers, large bodies of water or persons who have requested no fogging be done in the area they live, either for health or personal reasons.  The 26 maps are treated weekly, biweekly or monthly depending on adult mosquito population and weather condition, we do not spray when the wind is over 10 MPH or rainy conditions exist.  
Vector Control employees spend an extended amount of time treating stagnant water for mosquito larvae.  Three brands of insecticide targeting several species are employed to kill the larvae.  One type of insecticide (Golden bear) can last for seven days in stagnant low area water, covering the surface of the water denying the [image: What is Stormwater?]mosquito larvae access to air.  All “catch basins” or dry wells are treated with the second insecticide Altosid Briquettes, which lasts 30 or 150 days.  Altosid Briquettes inhibit the growth of the larvae preventing them from becoming adults.  Catch basins have been identified as one of many ideal habitats for the Vector (Culex pipiens), a mosquito, notoriously known for the transmission of West Nile. Culex mosquito larvae love the stagnant dirty water left behind from rain that doesn't soak into the ground but runs off into catch basins, retention ponds, and roadside ditches.

That number will continue to increase due to community growth.  Parking lots and subdivisions will install retention ponds and or catch basins to contain water runoff.  Catch basins and larvaciding sites are mapped out using the County’s GIS system.   Larvae samples are examined for identification of species to insure proper insecticide treatment.  In 2010 an additional 226 larvaciding sites were treated with the third insecticide Skeeter Abate. Skeeter Abate is ingested by the larvae causing them to expire.

WEST NILE VIRUS SURVELLIANCE

We use two different types of light traps.  One type of light trap (CDC –CO2-Baited trap) uses dry ice or an attractant called “octonol” which simulates the exhaled respiratory gases of birds or mammals. The other is a gravid trap that uses alfalfa pellets mixed with water.  The fermentation of these pellets releases an odor, similar to a livestock barn, and creates dirty, stagnant water that attracts gravid culex mosquitoes.  

Light traps were set out at numerous locations throughout Vigo County with 12,206 mosquitoes being collected between June and October 2010.  Once the mosquitoes are collected they are separated into groups ranging in number from 5 to 50 and are then labeled as pools of mosquitoes, which are sent to ISDH for West Nile Testing. A total of 327 pools were sent in for testing in 2010.  Mike Sinsko, of the Indiana State Department of Health confirmed that we had 20 pools of mosquitoes test positive for West Nile Virus (collected between 08/12/10 to 10/08/10) from two different locations.  Vector control specialists will continue to set, maintain and collect mosquito pools for ISDH West Nile Virus testing in the upcoming year.

2010 MOSQUITO AND LARVAE CONTROL STRATEGIES

· Intensify local culex and aedes mosquito larval control to prevent the emergence of adult mosquitoes that feed on birds and contribute to the virus amplification transmission cycle.  

· Expand and intensify surveillance activities in and around areas where West Nile infected birds are found.  

· Continue active West Nile surveillance to determine the presence of new or expanding West Nile transmission. (Light traps-Adult mosquito testing)

· Reinforce public education and outreach programs to reduce mosquito- breeding sights around homes.  

· Educate on personal protective measures  (long sleeves, insect repellent) with the use of the media  (TV, radio and newspapers)    

· Implement local mosquito control to reduce the number of virus infected mosquitoes, thus reducing the immediate risk to humans. 

· Monitor adult and larval mosquito control efforts to ensure that the local programs are effectively reducing vector mosquito densities and virus infection rates.

RODENTS

Rodents (i.e. rats, mice) are another source of disease transmission.  While Vigo County does not have a major rodent problem, there are areas that contain a large number of rodents.  Rodents must have adequate food, shelter, and water in order to survive.  For these reasons, a large majority of rodent complaints are located within the city of Terre Haute.  
A vector control specialist investigates complaints about rodents and proceeds to make recommendations to the property owner on findings and rodent control (i.e. removal of debris, animal feces).  In some cases, the vector control specialist may set bait and remove dead rodents, but the majority of the extermination is usually the responsibility of the property owner.  A vector control specialist will continue to make follow- up inspections to insure the property owner is correctly handling the problem.  Six rodent complaints were investigated in 2010.

REMOVAL OF DECEASED ANIMALS

In 2010 a total of 1,263 deceased animals were taken to the county landfill.  1,014 of these animals were removed from private properties as well as city and county roads.  An additional 249 was removed from the Terre Haute Humane Shelter.
RABIES

In 2010 Vector Control staff sent in eight bats, two cats and one raccoon to ISDH for rabies testing.  On 8/24/10 the Vigo County Health Department, Vector Control Division sent in a bat from Sullivan County Indiana.  On 8/26/10 the Indiana State Department of Health notified the Vigo County Health Department the bat tested positive for rabies.  Travella Myers, Environmental Health Division Supervisor, and Gail Whitfield, RN, followed up with the family to ensure prophylaxis for rabies was given.

VITAL STATISTICS DIVISION


    Division’s objective is two-fold:

· Carry out uniform procedures

· Maintain and protect the integrity of the Vital Records Systems

The Division has the responsibility to:
· Maintain a system that accurately records all births, deaths and fetal deaths
· Efficiently issue certified copies of records to all who are entitled to receive one
· Verify birth records for the Military, Social Security and Division of Family and Children

· Process paternities when they come to us from the courts
· Process paternities, affidavits of amendment, legal name changes by appointments in our local vital statistics office 

· Process adoptions sent from the Indiana State Department of Health

· Work with funeral homes and doctors in filing death certificates and fetal deaths
· Issue provisional notification of death-burial transit permits to funeral homes, hospitals and nursing homes
· Process out of state transits
· Assist customers in doing genealogy

Everything we do in our office is vital to the everyday running of our lives today, from issuing birth and death certificates, to doing corrections on these records.  You need a birth or a death certificate for everything you do these days.  That is why our office is called “Vital Statistics”.

The Vigo County Health Department Clinic provides services to children and adults
free of charge or at a nominal fee.  The clinic is located at 696 South 1st Street on
the southwest corner of the Vigo County Annex.  Two full-time Registered Nurses, a full-time secretary and Immunization Registry Clerk provide staffing for the clinic.   

 WELL-CHILD PROGRAM

The Well- Child Program serves children from birth through 18 years of age as 
our focus.  Services include immunizations, assessments by a nurse and /or 
pediatrician, vision screenings and lead with hemoglobin.  In 2010, 4066 child vaccines were administered. Dr Catherine Brown is the pediatrician for the Well-Child Program. Regardless of race, religion, economic status or geographic location, wellness in children continues to be our primary focus.

EPIDEMIOLOGY AND COMMUNICABLE DISEASE[image: ]

The Indiana State Department of Health requires the investigation and reporting of infectious diseases that are listed in the Indiana State Department of Health Communicable Disease Reporting Rule.  The reportable diseases are entered thru the Indiana National Electronic Disease Surveillance System (I-NEDSS). Animal bites and STIs (sexually transmitted infections) are reported separately. The directive for reportable disease is the Indiana Code 16-41-2-1.  In Vigo County HCV (Hepatitis C) continues to increase.

                    
HIV TESTING 

The HIV Testing and Counseling was offered at the Vigo County Health Department Clinic.  HIV testing and counseling was provided by our staff and Jodi Grieb from Wabash Valley PATH.  All were trained and certified at the Indiana State Department of Health.  In 2010, 625 clients were tested for HIV as a direct result from our partnership with PATH.  PATH was instrumental in identifying 9 new cases of HIV in Vigo County.

FOREIGN TRAVEL IMMUNIZATION PROGRAM

The Foreign Travel Immunization Program protect international travelers against
vaccine preventable diseases. The program is a licensed yellow fever vaccination
center for Indiana and Illinois. There were 27 yellow fever vaccinations given in 2010.  In 2010 the program served many travelers to world destinations such as South America, Africa and Asia. Services for vaccines were by appointment.




TUBERCULOSIS (TB) CASE MANAGEMENT
In the minds of most Americans, tuberculosis is a disease of the past.  However, statistics show it’s still a major global health problem.  Tuberculosis is a disease caused by bacteria that is spread through the air from one person to another.  If not treated properly, TB disease can be fatal.  Tuberculosis is one of the world’s deadliest diseases.  Approximately one third of the world’s population is infected with TB.  Each year, there are almost 2 million TB-related deaths worldwide.  In total, 12,904 TB cases were reported in the United States in 2008.  The TB program at the VCHDC is responsible for surveillance, screening and testing of all suspected tuberculosis cases.  In 2010 there were 1249 tuberculin skin tests administered, 113 direct observation visits and case management visits.  Less than 5 active TB cases were treated by the clinic in 2010.  Clients with TB receive education, treatment and counseling for the disease.  Tuberculin skin tests are administered on Mondays, Tuesdays and Wednesdays without an appointment.  The Clinic also conducts training for health care professionals to educate and certify them in tuberculosis testing.   Tuberculosis control and management is a Indiana Code mandate under 410 IAC 1-2.3-106

ADULT IMMUNIZATION PROGRAM   
Immunizations are provided to the community to prevent the spread of vaccine preventable infectious diseases.  The professional staff evaluates plans and implements public campaigns for the adult population.  Beginning yearly in October flu and pneumonia vaccines are offered to the public.  Also, a select number of vaccines are available for secondary student requirements.  The tetanus vaccine is available all year. In 2010 there were 1150 visits for vaccines recorded for VCHDC.
NEW INDIANA SCHOOL MANDATED VACCINATIONS
In promoting child immunizations programs, The Indiana State Department of Health (ISDH) mandated new requirements for students entering grades 6-12 for the 2010-11 school year.  The three vaccinations are Tdap (tetanus, diphtheria and acellular pertussis), MCV4 (meningococcal) and 2 varicella (chickenpox) spaced per CDC guidelines.  The Vigo County Health Department hosted five walk-in clinics over the summer and took appointments to help parents and guardians fulfill the requirements.  From May 2101 until the end of the year a total of 3,467 shots were administered.

Thomas Keller, Indiana State Department of Health and Gail Whitfield, RN, Vigo County Health Department, coordinated, stored and delivered vaccines for the Vigo County School Corporations school-based clinics. The Vigo County Health Department immunized over 3,000 students, grades 6-12 over the summer of 2010 and worked with community partners to provide opportunities for the remainder of students to receive shots at school in 2011.

The Environmental Health Division strives to protect public health in Vigo County by identifying environmental health hazards through seven programs:  drinking water, food safety, wastewater management, body art safety, lead poisoning prevention, recreational waters, and public health complaints. 

DRINKING WATER PROGRAM

The drinking water program includes the review of water sampling results from daycares, mobile home parks, and retail food establishments that utilize well water; education on proper care of wells, and guidance when flooding is an issue.  



FOOD SAFETY PROGRAM

The Food Safety Program involves the planning of new and remodeled retail food establishments, planning of fairs and festivals in Vigo County, and the licensing and inspecting of all retail food establishments within Vigo County.  We work closely with the state department of health on any food recalls and food borne illnesses.

RECREATIONAL WATER PROGRAM

BODY ART SAFETY PROGRAM

Through the Body Art Safety program the Environmental Health Specialist works to ensure the safe and proper operation. We also ensure general safety and sanitation standards, and proper disposal methods of infectious waste.

In 2010, we began the new enacted Artist Licensing Program.  The goal of the program is to help ensure the individuals performing body art are knowledgeable and competent in safety and sanitation practices.
